
Third Sunday of Advent Year B  

Considered together, the readings for the 3rd Sunday in Advent intertwine to create anticipation and illu-
mination. In Isaiah, we hear the jubilant proclamation of good news, a vivid depiction of the joyous fulfill-
ment that comes with the Messiah's arrival. This joy, as echoed in Thessalonians, is not a fleeting emotion 
but a state of being, sustained by continuous prayer and gratitude, deeply rooted in the promise of Christ's 
transformative presence. In John's Gospel, we encounter John the Baptist, the herald of the Light, embody-
ing the role of a witness to the one true Light, Jesus Christ. This Light, which John testifies to, is the same 
Light that Isaiah foretells will bring freedom and renewal. The call in Thessalonians to rejoice always and 
give thanks in all circumstances is a response to this Light that illuminates our path, revealing the way to 
truth and salvation. 

As we journey through Advent, we are reminded that our preparation for Christ's coming is not only a re-
membrance of a historical event but an active participation in the unfolding of God's plan. The conver-
gence of joy from Isaiah, the testimony of John the Baptist, and Paul’s exhortation to continual prayer and 
thanksgiving, shapes our Advent season as a time of deep spiritual renewal and expectant waiting for the 
fullness of God's salvation.
