As we celebrate Easter, we are called to let go of sin and selfishness, and to embrace the new life and hope 
that Jesus offers. We are called to let Easter change our hearts and transform our lives, so that we may be-
come more fully the people that God created us to be. We are called to be bearers of hope and agents of 
new life, bringing the light of Christ to a world that is so often shrouded in darkness.
